	10 – 12 journal entries at least ½ page each.  Very little plot summary.  All entries include opinions/reactions to novel.

	Vocabulary Development:  Word mapping (as practiced in class) is used to develop a more in depth understanding of vocabulary words chosen from novel(s).
